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Seven Authors Set to Sign Books

Falls Church, Va.—Seven local authors, all of them members of the Northern Virginia Writers Club, will be signing copies of their books at the Busboys and Poets restaurant in Arlington on June 7th.  The writers are, Larry Buttram, Austin Camacho, Misha Crews, Patricia Daly-Lipe, Solveig Eggerz, Veronica Li, and Lina Zilionyte. 

The event is the brainchild of chapter president, Larry Buttram. Said Buttram, “We have so much writing talent in our chapter, it seemed natural to hold an event to let the public meet the authors. And all of our authors have something unique to offer.”

The authors come from a variety of backgrounds which is reflected in their works. Austin Camacho has written a series of books set in DC about African American private eye Hannibal Jones. Misha Crews novel, Homespun, takes readers on a journey to uncover the secrets of a small town. Patricia Daly-Lipe, author of five books, has won numerous awards for her works which cover a variety of topics. Solveig Eggerz’s award winning novel, Seal Woman, set in Iceland, tells of a woman torn between two worlds. Veronica Li’s work, Nightfall in Mogadishu, is a spy thrill set in Somalia and based on her first-hand experience. Lina Zilionyte gives readers a view into post-war Lithuania with her epic novel, Born for Freedom. And Larry Buttram, author of four other books, in his latest book, The Curtain Torn tells of the life of Virginian Robert Carter III, who freed more slaves than anyone in American history. 

Said Buttram, “Other than children’s books, we have something that should interest anyone. I expect a good turnout.  And the fact that we are serving free snacks should help.”

While the Virginia Writers Club is almost a century old, the Northern Virginia Chapter was only organized in 2007. “I don’t know why there was no chapter here before,” said Buttram, “but it’s now a vibrant eclectic group.  It took a little while for us to build a strong membership, but since February, when as a guest speaker we had Thomas B Sawyer—writer for the Murder She Wrote TV series—our attendance at meetings has continued to grow.  But we still have room for other authors—or aspiring authors.”
