President Buttram opened the meeting at 1:00 pm at the George Mason Regional Library in Annandale, and opened a distributed agenda. One new member was introduced. The Treasurer's report was paraphrased orally, reporting a cash position of plus $600.

Larry Buttram summarized the proceedings of the Virginia Writers Board of Governors from a quarterly meeting held September 5 in Centreville and hosted by NVWC. Results can be viewed on the Virginia Writers Club website; none were of pointed interest to NVWC members.

There being no announcements or new business, Larry reminded attendees that the October meeting will be back at the Tysons-Pimmit Library on Sunday the 18th from 1:00 to 3:30 pm; a guest speaker is being arranged.

The meeting adjourned at 3:30 pm.
